Always charge the battery at a temperature of 0 °C -
40 °C. A temperature of less than 0 °C will result in over
charging which is dangerous. The battery cannot be
charged at a temperature higher than 40° C.

The most suitable temperature for charging is that of
20°C-25°C.

Do not use the charger continuously.

When one charging is completed, leave the charger for
about 15 minutes before the next charging of battery.
Do not allow foreign matter to enter the hole for
connecting the rechargeable battery.

Never disassemble the rechargeable battery and
charger.

Never short-circuit the rechargeable battery.
Shortcircuiting the battery will cause a great electric
current and overheat. It results in burn or damage to the
battery.

Do not dispose of the battery in fire. If the battery is burnt,
it may explode.

Bring the battery to the shop from which it was purchased
as soon as the post-charging battery life becomes too
short for practical use. Do not dispose of the exhausted
battery.

Do not insert object into the air ventilation slots of the
charger. Inserting metal objects or inflammables into the
charger air ventilation slots will result in electrical shock
hazard or damaged charger.

When using this unit continuously, the unit may overheat,
leading to damage in the motor and switch. Therefore,
whenever the housing becomes hot, give the blade a
break for a while.

. If the machine is used continuously at low speed, an

extra load is applied to the motor which can result in
motor seizure. Always operate the power tool so that
the blade is not caught by the material during operation.
Always adjust the blade speed to enable smooth cutting.

. Preparing and checking the work environment. Make

sure that the work site meets all the conditions laid forth
in the precautions.

. Make sure that the battery is installed firmly. If it is at all

loose it could come off and cause an accident.

. Dust produced in operation

The dust produced in normal operation may affect
the operator's health. Either of following way is
recommended.

a) Wear a dust mask
b) Use external dust collection equipment
(optional accessories) (Fig. 21)

When using the external dust collection equipment,
connect the adapter with the hose from external dust
collection equipment.

. During use, do not touch the metal portion of the tool.
. Changing blades

Be sure to switch power OFF and disconnect the battery
from the body when changing blades.

Do not open the lever when plunger is moving. (Fig. 4)
Confirm the protrusions of blade inserted to the blade
holder surely. (Fig. 4)

Confirm the blade located between the groove of roller.
(Fig. 4)

Always make sure to push in the lock off button to the
locked position when not using.

Using the splinter guard when cutting wood materials will
reduce splintering of cut surfaces.

Insert the splinter guard in the space on the base, and
push it completely.

Chip cover

Chip cover prevents chips from flying off and improves
the efficiency of dust collector.

There is a possibility that chip cover is frosted when
cutting the metal.

In order to prevent blade dislodging, damage or
excessive wear on the plunger, please make sure to
have surface of the base plate attached to the work piece
while sawing.

At low speed do not cut a wood with a thickness of more
than 10 mm or metal with a thickness of more than 1 mm.

.To ensure accurate cutting when using the guide

(Fig. 16), always set the orbital position to “0”.

When sawing a small circular arc, reduce the feeding
speed of the machine. If the machine is fed too fast, it
could cause the blade to break.

Circular cutting must be done with the blade
approximately vertical to the bottom surface of the base.
Angular cutting can not be done when adopting dust
collector.

Connecting with cleaner (sold separately)

By connecting with cleaner through dust collector and
adapter (sold separately), most of dust can be collected.
When cutting metallic materials, use an appropriate
cutting fluid (spindle oil, soapy water, etc.) to prolong
the blade’s service life. (Fig. 17) And cut the material at
medium speed.

When cutting a window hole in materials other than
lumber, initially bore a hole with a drill or similar tool from
which to start cutting. (Fig. 18)

Do not fix and secure the switch lock. Besides, keep
your finger off the switch trigger when the tool is being
carried around. Otherwise, the main body switch can
be inadvertently turned ON, resulting in unexpected
accidents.

Do not expose directly your eye to the light by looking
into the light.

If your eye is continuously exposed to the light, your eye
will be hurt.

Never touch moving parts.

Never place your hands, fingers or other body parts near
the tool’'s moving parts.

. Never operate without all guards in place.

Never operate this tool without all guards or safety
features in place and in proper working order. If
maintenance or servicing requires the removal of a
guard or safety feature, be sure to replace the guard or
safety feature before resuming operation of the tool.
NEVER leave tool running unattended. Turn power off.
Don’t leave tool until it comes to a complete stop.

Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres,
such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases or
dust.

Jig saw create sparks which may ignite the dust or
fumes.

The power tool is equipped with a temperature
protection circuit to protect the motor. Continuous work
may cause the temperature of the unit to rise, activating
the temperature protection circuit and automatically
stopping operation. If this happens, allow the power tool
to cool before resuming use.

Do not give a strong shock to the switch panel or break it.
It may lead to a trouble. (CJ36DB only)

Do not use the product if the tool or the battery terminals
(battery mount) are deformed.

Installing the battery could cause a short circuit that
could result in smoke emission or ignition.

37. Keep the tool's terminals (battery mount) free of swarf
and dust.

O Prior to use, make sure that swarf and dust have not
collected in the area of the terminals.

O During use, try to avoid swarf or dust on the tool from
falling on the battery.

O When suspending operation or after use, do not leave
the tool in an area where it may be exposed to falling
swarf or dust.

Doing so could cause a short circuit that could result in
smoke emission or ignition.

CAUTION ON LITHIUM-ION BATTERY

To extend the lifetime, the lithium-ion battery equips with the

protection function to stop the output.

In the cases of 1 to 3 described below, when using this

product, even if you are pulling the switch, the motor may

stop. This is not the trouble but the result of protection
function.

1. When the battery power remaining runs out, the motor
stops.

In such a case, charge it up immediately.

2. If the tool is overloaded, the motor may stop. In this
case, release the switch of tool and eliminate causes of
overloading. After that, you can use it again.

3. If the battery is overheated under overload work, the
battery power may stop.

In this case, stop using the battery and let the battery
cool. After that, you can use it again.

Furthermore, please heed the following warning and caution.

WARNING

In order to prevent any battery leakage, heat generation,

smoke emission, explosion and ignition beforehand, please

be sure to heed the following precautions.

1. Make sure that swarf and dust do not collect on the

battery.

O During work make sure that swarf and dust do not fall on
the battery.

O Make sure that any swarf and dust falling on the power
tool during work do not collect on the battery.

O Do not store an unused battery in a location exposed to
swarf and dust.

O Before storing a battery, remove any swarf and dust that
may adhere to it and do not store it together with metal
parts (screws, nails, etc.).

2. Do not pierce battery with a sharp object such as a
nail, strike with a hammer, step on, throw or subject the
battery to severe physical shock.

3. Do not use an apparently damaged or deformed battery.

4. Do not use the battery in reverse polarity.

5. Do not connect directly to an electrical outlets or car
cigarette lighter sockets.

6. Do not use the battery for a purpose other than those

specified.

7. If the battery charging fails to complete even when a
specified recharging time has elapsed, immediately stop
further recharging.

8. Do not put or subject the battery to high temperatures or
high pressure such as into a microwave oven, dryer, or
high pressure container.

9. Keep away from fire immediately when leakage or foul
odor are detected.

10. Do not use in a location where strong static electricity
generates.

11.If there is battery leakage, foul odor, heat generated,
discolored or deformed, or in any way appears abnormal
during use, recharging or storage, immediately remove it
from the equipment or battery charger, and stop use.



12. Do not immerse the battery or allow any fluids to flow
inside. Conductive liquid ingress, such as water, can
cause damage resulting in fire or explosion.

batteries that have not been used for an extended period
is not activated, the electric discharge might be low when
using them the first and second time. This is a temporary
phenomenon, and normal time required for recharging
will be restored by recharging the batteries 2 — 3 times.

| How to make the batteries perform longer.

(1) Recharge the batteries before they become completely

exhausted.

When you feel that the power of the tool becomes
weaker, stop using the tool and recharge its battery. If
you continue to use the tool and exhaust the electric
current, the battery may be damaged and its life will
become shorter.

(2) Avoid recharging at high temperatures.

A rechargeable battery will be hot immediately after
use. If such a battery is recharged immediately after
use, its internal chemical substance will deteriorate, and
the battery life will be shortened. Leave the battery and
recharge it after it has cooled for a while.

CAUTION
O If the battery is charged while it is heated because

it has been left for a long time in a location subject to
direct sunlight or because the battery has just been
used, the charge indicator lamp of the charger lights
for 0.3 seconds, does not light for 0.3 seconds (off for
0.3 seconds).

*1 The tool is equipped with two modes: “Standard Mode”

and “AUTO Mode”.

(1) Standard Mode
You can change the blade operating speed between
800 to 3500 /min by adjusting the dial from “1” to “5”.

(2) AUTO Mode
AUTO Mode automatically selects a speed between
1400 and 3500 /min to suit the operating load and
maintains that speed until the switch is turned off.
This has the effect of lowering vibration and noise
prior to and during operation.

SELECTION OF BLADES

Accessory blades

To ensure maximum operating efficiency and results, it is
very important to select the appropriate blade best suited to
the type and thickness of the material to be cut. The blade
number is engraved in the vicinity of the mounting portion
of each blade. Select appropriate blades by referring to
Table 5.

MAINTENANCE AND INSPECTION

CAUTION
Be sure to turn off the switch and remove the battery
before maintenance and inspection.
. Inspecting the blade
Continued use of a dull or damaged blade will result in
reduced cutting efficiency and may cause overloading of
the motor. Replace the blade with a new one as soon as
excessive abrasion is noted.
. Inspecting the mounting screws
Regularly inspect all mounting screws and ensure that
they are properly tightened. Should any of the screws be
loose, retighten them immediately. Failure to do so could
result in serious hazard.
Maintenance of the motor
The motor unit winding is the very “heart” of the power
tool. Exercise due care to ensure the winding does not
become damaged and/or wet with oil or water.
Inspection of terminals (tool and battery)
Check to make sure that swarf and dust have not
collected on the terminals.
On occasion check prior, during and after operation.
CAUTION
Remove any swarf or dust which may have collected on
the terminals.
Failure to do so may result in malfunction.
Cleaning on the outside
When the power tool is stained, wipe with a soft dry cloth
or a cloth moistened with soapy water. Do not use chloric
solvents, gasoline or paint thinner, for they melt plastics.
Storage
Store the power tool in a place in which the temperature
is less than 40°C and out of reach of children.
NOTE
Storing lithium-ion batteries.
